Production Week (May 27th — 31st ) Classes:
Pre-Ballet 3, Adult Ballet, Pilates and Yoga will continue to meet through production week. All
other classes will be cancelled so that dancers can attend their scheduled rehearsals.

When does my child perform and rehearse?

Children in the pre-technique levels (4-5, 5-6) will be in one performance only and will have
a few Saturday rehearsals (see Page 4). All others will be in more than one performance (see
Performance Dates, Pages 7 & 8).

Most choreography will be learned in class; however, Saturday rehearsals are for spacing,

staging, etc. Saturday rehearsal schedules will be sent via email and posted at the studio.

Rehearsal Attendance:

Attendance in class and at rehearsals is important to ensure your child’s confidence and
success! Attending rehearsals is very important so your child will be familiar with the dance
and spacing; other children rely on your child’s attendance too.

It is difficult to judge exactly how long these
rehearsals will be so the time is only estimated.

Pick-up/Drop off:

Help your child prepare herself/himself by arriving early. Understand that we will try to stick
to the schedule. However, be prompt for pick-up and wait even if we run late. We cannot
leave students alone at the theatre waiting to be picked up.

Volunteering:
We must ask for volunteers to put more than 280 students on stage. There are tasks in many

areas and levels of ability! Also, ushers, concessionaires, and ticket sellers will get to watch
most of that show.

Sign up for volunteering on the list at the studio. Once you have signed up, you are
committed and are irreplaceable! Contact will mainly be by e-mail, or you can come to the
studio to get your information!

Bainbridge Ballet does have students who need scholarships in order to participate in the
